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Radio Pirenaika: The Clandestine Radio Broadcasting Started by Comintern

Immediately after the Outbreak of the German-Soviet War (Great Patriotic War) on 22
June 1941, Comintern (Communist International) has started programs of clandestine radio
broadcasting to foreign audience besides Moscow Radio of State Committee for Broadcasting
in USSR. Radio Pirenaika (Radio Espafia Independiente) was one of the clandestine
propaganda radio broadcasting stations. What were the clandestine radio programs? How
have the broadcasting programs of clandestine radio stations started? And how many
clandestine radio stations were broadcasting in World War II?

The purposes of this study are to clarify process from beginning to end of broadcasting,
broadcasting system and contents of clandestine radio stations and to consider the meanings
in the world history.

This paper consists of seven sections: first, Summary of study for Radio Propaganda of
Comintern; second, Beginning of clandestine radio broadcasting of Comintern in the USSR
and all kinds of claudistine radio station; third, Broadcasting system and contents of
clandestine broadcasting programs; fourth, Construction of reserve radio center and
evacuation of Comintern headquarter apparatuses from Moscow to Ufa; fifth, clandestine
broadcasting stations after World War II and the end of Radio Pirenaika in 1977; sixth:
