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[Review] On the Book of Unique Eurasian History in the Intelligence Context

This book was written for the first time on the intelligence history among the Russian
Empire/Soviet  Russia, the surrounding countries, especially the Caucasus
(dependent/independent), and Japan from the Russo-Japanese war to the end of WWIL.
There were some articles and books on such history between two countries, especially
between the Russian Empire/Soviet Russia and Japan, and in the short periods, e. g. 1910s,
1920s, 1930s in each. But this book has broader historical prospects and geo-political
contexts, concluding analysis of mutual relations of the Empires/nation-states and the
dependent areas/nationalities. For example, Japan in the period of Russo-Japanese war
organized the intelligence networks and supported the anti-Russian groups in Poland, Finland,
and partly in the Caucasus. Japan in the intervention period did so in the Russian Far-East
and Eastern Siberia, backing the White Russians. Japan after the “Manchurian Incident”
strengthened intelligence cooperation with Poland, enlarged the intelligence networks in
Manchuria, backing the White Russian emigrants, and partly tried to pervade into the
Caucasus under the USSR.  Both authors, one from Japan (working in the USA), another of

Caucasian origin (working in France) in cooperation each other produced this unique
