In 1997, at U.S. National Archives and Records Administration (NARA), I discovered the
comprehensive documents which indicate the evidence of intelligence activities operated by
Chinese women for the Imperial Japanese Army in Kunming and Chongqing at the finale
phase of WWII. Those documents have never been fully observed since then. Recently, I have
investigated the reports which prove the existence of this operation from the archives of both
Japanese Army and British secret service. With these investigations, I would like to examine

the significance of the related documents in NARA.
