FBIS suceeded the work of Princeton Listening Center on June 1941 and started to monitor
against the shotwave radio propaganda of Axis. FBIS opened several monitoring stations in
the US nationwide, one of that was at Portland, Oregon. This was named codemane PONDA
to listen “Radio Tokyo” in Japanese language, and to make transformed report in English for
OSS. FBIS hired a large number of lisguist and analyst. Some of them became the pioneer on

the communication reserch field after the WW?2.
