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Research Note: Introduction of “ Tohosha Collection” : Photographs of the Training Schools
for Young People in the Territory Occupied by Japan during the Asia-Pacific War

At first this article surveys “ Tohosha Collection”. Tt is composed of the negatives taken by
Tohosha, which issued propaganda magazines and so on under the control of the Japanese
army during the Asia-Pacific War. Secondly, from that as an example, it describes
photographs of the training schools for young people who were expected to become leaders
in the territory occupied by Japan. Some of these schools are almost forgotten. These
photographs which captured their class and life show one aspect of the occupation by Japan.

Therefore we can read one significance of “7ohosha Collection” from these photographs.
