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The Forum for Rural Reconstruction Embedded in the Official Local Gazette: Reform of the
Zhejiang Construction in the early 1930s China

The Zhejiang Construction (1927-1943) was the official gazette of Zhejiang province,
Republic of China; however, in 1930 its focus changed to reflect those of more general
magazines. Following this shift, the gazette began to critique local politics in Zhejiang and
became a forum for rural and agricultural reforms. This change reflected the reform oriented
public sentiment shared by young, local intellectuals, especially among teachers and took

place in the context of an internal conflict within the Chinese Nationalist government.
