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Analysis of Propaganda Viewed from Yongbao's Articles on Literature during the Second
Sino-Japanese War (SSJW)

This paper analyzes the literary articles published on YONGBAO (July 7, 1937 - April 30,
1944) to discusses the political propaganda activities of Japan against China during the SSJW
and classify it into the literary column, serial novels, propaganda novels, and the Chinese
translation of Japanese literary works. By referring to Japan's public opinion control policy
and the literary situation in Japanese-occupied districts of North China, This paper figures
out the changing process of the literary column and the guiding principle of YONGBAO on
literary creation in North China and summarizes the characteristics of Japan's propaganda
work. After the outbreak of the Pacific War, there is a clear divergence between the literary
creation and the authorities' s literary guidance in the YONGBAO. The so-called "new
literature construction" is a propaganda tool for Japan and its puppet regime while providing
the creative space for authors in the occupied area. Meanwhile, these deviating literary works

also reflect the real face of the occupied area hidden behind the prosperity of news propaganda.
