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Japanese Army’s Propaganda in Inland China: Chinese Propaganda Newspaper Wuhan Bao,
(1938 - 1945)

This paper analyzes the Chinese newspaper, Wuhan Bao, which was published both in the
occupied areas and on the battlefields in inland China, as a case study on the Japanese Army’s
propaganda against Chinese during the Second Sino-Japanese War. This newspaper was
launched after the Fall of Wuhan and controlled directly by the local army’s news department.
It was calling on the Chinese people and soldiers to surrender by emphasizing the cooperation
between Japan and China, while persisting Japan’s leadership in this relation at the same time.
Through the investigation of this newspaper, this research aims to clarify the history of

Japanese Army’s wartime propaganda in mainland China from 1938 to 1945.
