This study explores not only how mass media should be in society but also how media
studies, which investigates the relationship between reality and mass media, have been
integrated into reality and structured into society to spread the influence of mass media.
To that end, the present study aimed at investigating media studies themselves.
Specifically, the study on effects and impacts of mass communication (= propaganda
studies), which constituted the core framework of media studies, was investigated in
relation with wartime regimes during the period from the Second Sino-Japanese War
through the Asia-Pacific War until the Allied Occupation of Japan to Korean War, to
reveal how the relationship between mass media and wartime regimes was structured

into society.
